January 9-11 – Hensel Camp 

Trip Guidelines

1. Once arriving at the camp, please stay on the Hensel Camp property at all times. 

2. During free time, you are welcome to explore the surrounding area, provided you stay on the camp property. However, we ask that you do not wander off by yourself. Please try to stay in groups no smaller than three. Along these same lines, no one is to climb up the cliff on the opposite side of the creek unless the group as a whole decides to do so together as an organized activity.
3. We will lodge in two separate cabins. Under NO circumstances are guys to enter the girl’s area or girls to enter the guy’s area. This also applies to the guys and girls restroom / shower buildings. If we find out that you have crossed these boundaries (unless directed by an adult chaperone to do so in an emergency) then you will be sent home. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS to this rule.

4. Please remember who you are as you choose which clothes to wear. Shorts are acceptable as long as they are not too short. We reserve the right to ask you to change if we feel your clothing is not modest enough.
5. Please refrain from practical jokes. We are going on this Retreat to build each other up, not to tear each other down. Although no harm is meant, the joke is not always received as you had intended.

6. Hensel Camp does not allow any balls or other objects to be thrown inside of the buildings or mattresses to be removed from the cabins. You will be responsible for any property damage to the camp facilities.

7. Once we retire to the cabins and have “Lights Out,” no one is to leave the cabins. When in the cabins, please do what the adult chaperones ask of you. There is no excuse for disrespect to the chaperones in the cabins. 

8. Please do not bring any radios, CD players, game boys, etc.

9. Before we leave Sunday morning, we must clean up the camp facilities. Everybody will be assigned a task in order to help with this effort. You will be expected to help with this and other chores throughout the weekend.

10. Please keep in mind that this is primarily a SPIRITUAL function. You are expected to attend and participate in all the Retreat sessions.

We do not expect any trouble from the teenagers that are attending. However, we do not want the actions of one to spoil the weekend for the rest. For that reason, we (Chaperones) reserve the right to send any teenager home should his or her actions warrant it per an overall decision by the chaperones. This could involve asking that teenager’s parents to come pick them up and take them home.
